Child Passenger
Safety

1 out of 4 seats are installed
correctly. Isyours?

Infants:
Use a rear-facing car seat to at least 1 year AND
20 Ibs.

Toddlers:
Use a forward facing car seat (convertible or combo seat)
until the harness no longer fits.

Boosters:
Use a booster seat with the vehicle lap and
Shoulder safety belts until your child passes the

Safety Belt Fit Test:

*Have your child sit all the way back on the
vehicle seat. Do his/her knees bend at the

front edge of the seat? If they bend naturally,
continue test. If they don't return to booster seat.

*Buckle the lap and shoulder belt. Be sure
the lap belt rests on the upper legs or hips.
If it does, continue test. If it rests on the
stomach, return to the booster seat.

*Be sure the shoulder belt rests on the shoulder or collar
bone. If it does, continue test. If it's on the face or neck,
return to the booster seat. Never put the shoulder belt
under the child’s arm or behind the child’s back.

*Check whether your child maintains the correct seating
position for as long as you are in the car. If your child
slouches or shifts positions so the safety belt touches the

face, neck or stomach, return your child to the booster seat.
